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Cheery persistence wears down a curmudgeonly bear in a wry comedy of manners that ends in a

most unlikely friendship.Bear is quite sure he doesnâ€™t like visitors. He even has a sign. So when

a mouse taps on his door one day, Bear tells him to leave. But when Bear goes to the cupboard to

get a bowl, there is the mouse â€” small and gray and bright-eyed. In this slapstick tale that begs to

be read aloud, all Bear wants is to eat his breakfast in peace, but the mouse â€” who keeps popping

up in the most unexpected places â€” just wonâ€™t go away!
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Bear seems happy in this solitude and even has a sign posted on his house, â€œNo visitors

allowed.â€• A mouseÂ whoÂ tapsÂ on Bearâ€™s doorÂ is told to go away. But Mouse wonâ€™t, and

keeps reappearing until Bear finally dissolves into tears and gives in. Soon Bear realizes itâ€™s

pleasant having someone else around, and when Mouse is ready to leave, Bear doesnâ€™t

wantÂ him to go;Â he even removes the sign,Â declaringÂ that itÂ was for really just for salesmen,

â€œnot for friends.â€• Watercolor, ink and gouache illustrations in a soft color palette show a



comfortable, expansive houseÂ that seems to emphasizeÂ Bearâ€™s need for a friend to fill it up.

The charactersÂ areÂ highly expressive, making the pictures fun, and the dramatic text willÂ lend

itself to reading aloud. Pair this with Laura Vaccaro Seegerâ€™s Dog and Bear (2007).
