I bought this book because of its title: Why Homer Matters. I wanted to know the significance of the

Iliad and the Odyssey for our lives today. So I was expecting that question to be addressed

throughout the book in a variety of ways. Instead, that question is saved for the last two or three

pages. The answer provided is brief, poignant and post-modern. But the entire book builds up to

those last two pages with the author passionately and poetically exploring the images, tensions, and

terrors in Homer. This is a very subjective journey into Homer, informed by scholarship but daring to

go its own way. Its start is a bit slow, making its way to Homer via Keats, and a few other spots are



over-extended, but I learned a lot along the way, and I see these two great epics in some new ways.

Nevertheless, it's not quite the book I was hoping for.

It is extremely well-written, and immerses you in

the world of the Ancient Greeks in a way that a traditionally-written history book would have difficulty

achieving. There are copious notes and references included here, but tucked away at the back

without any indication in the text that is not ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚ËœjustÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢ a book about

poetry.
