When the book begins, she is staying (or hiding?) in a

hotel where she quickly realizes that a woman she's just met may actually be a detective on her

trail. As Jule takes steps to evade detection, the book unfolds in a backward time frame - starting

with Jule's intimate friendship with heiress Imogen Sokoloff (also an orphan), which has gone awry

with a few deaths along the way. Though Imogen is initially wary of Jule, she eventually warms up to

her - but then signs appear that she is going to treat Jule just like all her other intimates that she



wooed and then discarded. As the reader puts the pieces of the mystery together, a scenario from

"The Talented Mr. Ripley" emerges, with Jule taking increasingly desperate measures to avoid

being brought to justice.Overall: The plot seemed a little too close for comfort to the aforementioned

inspiration, but I enjoyed the book and the author's observations on such things as action hero

stereotypes and such.
