Book appears to be good, about 3/4 through it. Trip soon and will update after return. But be aware !
This book was written and published in 2004. Author/photographer writes about taking his photos
with film. While it is true some old diehards still use film for the image quality, but to mention film,
film, film and very little of digital speaks of the books age a little. Some of the "secret spots" may still
be there or not, but will find out during the trip how current the book still is. Will follow up with further

thoughts.

This is a decent guide to a large number of potential photographic sites along the coast. It mentions
167 different sites for photography and also has useful "diversions" of other sites of general interest
such as museums. The descriptions of the sites and the directions too them are generally well
written, though in some cases the directions get a bit vague, and the maps in the book are pretty
basic. A separate map/GPS/smart phone is definitely needed with this book. There could also be a
few more photographs in the book, as well as better index information. The back of the book has
useful "favorite" lists, such as "favorite traditional harbors" but those lists are not indexed into the
book in any way. So when you see that "Stonington" is the favorite traditional harbor, you then have
to read through the entire table of contents of the book to find the location of Stonington.But the
book did provide some good tips for sites that | would not have found on my own (as well as a
couple diversions), and | could only explore a small fraction of the sites listed in the book. So while
not perfect it was still very useful to have on my trip. As noted the book was published in 2004, but |

did not run into anything that was horribly out of date today.

| am planning a trip to Maine to photograph the coastal lighthouses. This book, even though it was
published in 2004, has been a great help in sorting through the many, almost overwhelming amount
of sites that | want to photograph. Even though | have not finished this trip | can highly recommend
this book for its both its organization of locations, and interesting photo site. The tips on when and

where to photograph a particular site is helpful also.

But it was a great help. The authors have provided excellent tips about certain locations, especially
around the most popular sites. There is a bit of discussion about light and textures, but not quite
enough. | spent a week there, which is not long enough to make firm opinions, but long enough to
realize that there is a lot more to prepare in terms of photographic strategy than the book provides.
For example, the real problem of sunrise and sunset. The horizon is almost always packed with

thick clouds, so most sunsets are not what one would have imagined. | would have loved to know



beforehand if there is any place where you can get a good sunset shot.The book lacks in some
other areas. For example, there is very little discussion about tides, which is extremely important
matter for photographing ocean coast. Another major omission is the subject of ephemeris and how

to use them.

Good guide with maps and dotted locations for great pictures. Price was good. Pictures of very nice
scenery and places are included. Many charts highlighted in green to show peak times, where, what
is found at particular areas, etc. Small book, about 5 X 8 and not too thick. Easy to take on trips or
when needing a handy reference and guide. It would give the photographer a chance to plan their
lens choice, possible metering, and other positions for the best photo of known and unknown places
and objects. | personally found it to be very helpful as | am not very familiar with so many of the

locations they mapped in this book. | would recommend this little book.

Considering my wife and | only spent 4 days visiting the coast of Maine we used this book so much
that | would need to replace it if we made another trip. The maps and the directions were excellent.
In addition to information on times of day to get the best photographs, tides, etc., there were tips on
dining and side attractions. We highlighted, underlined and turned down page corners to the extent
that the guide got pretty ragged. Pictures in the guide were excellent and intriguing. For anyone

seriously interested in photography in Maine, this is a must-have guide book.
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
