When writing in first person present, addressing
someone becomes problematic when not offset with a comma. "Do you want to John?" "Do you
want to, John?" are very different sentences. Even though a simplistic example, the lack of commas
throughout the book made me re-read numerous sentences and even paragraphs. It was a
